These represent three of the four key drivers of financial performance for CAC2, each of which has delivered
consistently over the previous several years. The fourth key driver is revenue from new memberships, which notably
underperformed in Fiscal Year 11, achieving revenue of $4,600 versus a target of $13,000 (or 35% of budget). That
said, revenue from new memberships is the most variable of CAC2's financial drivers, sometimes overperforming by
200% (Fiscal Year 10) followed by significant underperformance the next year.

I'd like to point out two facts while we're on the subject of membership and associated revenue. First, new CAC2's mission.
memberships to CAC2 are increasingly concentrated at the lower end of the organization’s dues scale; i.e.,
individuals ($50 for annual dues) and smaller childhood cancer organizations ($ 100 and $300 for annual dues
versus $600, $1000, $1800, $3600, or $7200). Second, CAC2 has not had to revise its annual dues schedule
since launching in 2013, thanks to increasing generosity of donors and sponsors, coupled with prudent expense
management.
